African Horse Sickness Control Zones
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An AHS Controlled Area in the South African
legislation was adopted in 1997 to allow for
the export of horses from a legally prescribed
and protected AHS Free Zone.

The AHS Controlled Area was amended to the
current areas in September 2001.

Movements of equines to the AHS controlled
area are subjected to strict movement control
and require certification and permits
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
