There are 16 food category in schedule I and II including dairy products, cereals, fruits and
vegetables, beverages, meat and poultry, bakery, confectionary etc. In schedule III there
are different types of additives and their maximum allowable limit. In schedule IV there is
GMP table including functional class of additives e.g. preservatives, emulsifier, bulking
agent, stabilizer etc.
