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If no, describe, whenever possible, how and why it deviates from the
international standard: The Codex has established MRLs for deltamethrin in or on the
raw or processed agricultural commodities, Pulses (group) at 1 ppm. The Codex MRL is
much higher and is based on a post-harvest use. EPA cannot harmonize the tolerance of
0.07 ppm because of the large difference in the values which would limit its usefulness as
an enforcement tool. However, EPA will be harmonizing with the Canadian MRL of
0.07 ppm for the equivalent subgroups.
