The following communication, received on 11 November 2013, is being circulated at the request of the Delegation of Canada.

	Directive D-12-01 - Phytosanitary requirements to prevent the introduction of plants regulated as pests in Canada

	The proposal for D-12-01 notified in G/SPS/N/CAN/631 (dated 14 August 2012) was adopted on 25 October 2013. This Directive clarifies the Invasive Plants Policy to prevent or limit the importation and the domestic spread of plants considered as pests (i.e., weeds). It explains the invasive plants policy, lists the plants considered to be regulated pests, and indicates that these plants are prohibited from entry to Canada. As new invasive plants are assessed, they will be added to this Directive, following WTO notification.
Amendments have been made based on comments received, including the addition of Appendix 1: Regulated Pest Plants, as well as the removal of commodity-specific import requirements.
Pathway-specific directives for relevant species will be developed separately, as appropriate, and notified for consultation in due course.

The entry into force has been amended to 12 February 2014.
