The following communication, received on 22 January 2014, is being circulated at the request of the Delegation of Canada.

	Pest Risk Management Document - Hymenoscyphus pseudoalbidus (ash dieback pathogen)

	As previously notified in G/SPS/N/CAN/650 (dated 23 January 2013), the Canadian Food Inspection Agency (CFIA) has taken emergency measures to mitigate the risk of entry of the ash dieback pathogen (Hymenoschyphus pseudoalbidus - previously known as Chalara fraxinea). The CFIA has since developed a Pest Risk Management Document for H. pseudoalbidus to evaluate the risk and potential mitigation measures that can be applied to reduce the pest risk associated to this pathogen. After critical evaluation of H. pseudoalbidus (ash dieback disease), along with the risks associated with its potential introduction into Canada, the CFIA proposes that H. pseudoalbidus be regulated and that phytosanitary requirements for Fraxinus spp. (ash) plant material be adopted to complement current requirements.
Pursuant to the emergency measures, the CFIA intends to consolidate the prohibition regarding the entry into Canada of Fraxinus spp. nursery stock (rooted and unrooted), fresh and dried branches (including wreaths) of all diameters and seeds from all infested countries. However, the CFIA intends to allow in vitro plantlets from infested countries that have been previously authorized to export in vitro plantlets provided that they are accompanied by a Phytosanitary Certificate attesting that the plant material has been tested and found free of H. pseudoalbidus.
