	Description of content: The Canadian Food Inspection Agency (CFIA) intends to deregulate Gymnosporangium fuscum Hedw. f. (G. fuscum), the plant pathogen that causes Pear Trellis Rust in Pyrus spp. (pear) and Juniperus spp. (juniper) plants.  Effective 24 July 2014, the CFIA will not enforce the phytosanitary import requirements related to G. fuscum for the commodities listed in section 3, above "Products covered", nor will the CFIA enforce the Schedule II of the Plant Protection Regulations pertaining to the domestic movement restriction of G. fuscum infested material. A notification pertaining to the deregulation will be issued at a later date.
The decision took into account several factors including the reported wide distribution of G. fuscum in both Ontario and British Columbia, the impracticability of eradication of the pest, and the results of domestic consultations.
