	Description of content: This draft legislative proposal introduces amendments to the Annexes of the EU Plant Health Directive (Council Directive 2000/29/EC) listing the EU regulated harmful organisms (quarantine plant pests) as well as to the Annexes laying down provisions for the introduction into, and movement within, the Union of plants, plant products and other objects. 

Import requirements for plants or plant products of the following plant orders/families/genera/species are introduced or are amended: Acer saccharum Marsh., Aegle Corrêa, Aeglopsis Swingle, Afraegle Engl, Amyris P. Browne, Apium graveolens L., Atalantia Corrêa, Balsamocitrus Stapf, Burkillanthus Swingle, Calodendrum Thunb., Capsicum L., Casimiroa La Llave, Castanea Mill., Choisya Kunth, Citropsis Swingle & Kellerman, Citrus L., Clausena Burm. f., Coniferales (conifers), Dendranthema (DC) Des. Moul., Dianthus L., Eremocitrus Swingle, Eryngium L., Esenbeckia Kunth., Ficus L., Fortunella Swingle, Fraxinus L., Glycosmis Corrêa, Gypsophila L., Hibiscus L., Juglans ailantifolia Carr., Juglans mandshurica Maxim.,  L., Limnophila Limonia L., Manihot esculenta Crantz., Medicago sativa L., Merrillia Swingle, Microcitrus Swingle, Momordica L., Murraya J. Further modifications of import requirements concern the following general classes of plants: plants intended for planting, plants with roots and plants of herbaceous species. 

The following harmful organisms are added to the list of EU quarantine pests: Agrilus anxius Gory, Anthonomus eugenii Cano, Dryocosmus kuriphilus Yasumatsu and Thaumatopoea processionea L.

The following organisms are deleted from the list of EU quarantine pests (deregulation): Ciborinia camelliae Kohn, Citrus vein enation woody gall and Monilinia fructicola (Winter) Honey.
